Attendance Policy
This policy sets out the requirements for the attendance of students at Warilla High School.
1
Objectives – Policy Statement

1.1
Section 22 of the Education Act 2009 requires students between the ages of six and fifteen to be enrolled at a government or registered non-government school and to attend that school whenever instruction is provided, or to be registered with the Board of Studies for home schooling.

1.2
All students who are enrolled at Warilla High School, regardless of their age, are expected to attend school whenever instruction is provided.
1.3
Section 24 of the Education act requires the principal to maintain an attendance register in a form approved by the minister.

Context

2.1
Regular attendance at Warilla High School is essential to assist students to maximise their potential. Warilla High School, in partnership with parents, are responsible for promoting the regular attendance of students.

2.2
Encouraging attendance is a core responsibility and belief of Warilla High School.

Warilla High Schools’ attendance policy should be read in conjunction with the current Department policies and procedures, the Warilla High School Attendance Procedures and the Warilla High School Attendance Plan.
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
