MOBILE PHONE, iPOD AND ELECTRONIC DEVICES POLICY

	It is strongly recommended that students do not bring mobile phones, iPods or other electronic devices to school. 

•
Mobile phones, ipods and electronic devices must be switched off and out of sight during lessons and change of class. Ear phones are to be removed from ears during all lessons.
•
Mobiles are only to be used during lunch and recess breaks and only for legitimate, legal communication purposes. A student cannot use the camera in a camera phone without the permission of the student/person being photographed.

•
Students who have devices switched on in class (including phones that ring, vibrate or indicate a text message, iPods and other electronic devices) will be dealt with via the schools discipline system.

•
Continued use of a phone, iPod or other electronic device will could result in a suspension for continued disobedience.
•
Students who bring phones or other equipment to school do so entirely at their own risk. The school will not be responsible for lost or stolen phones, ipods or other electronic entertainment devices.

NB: At no time should a student use their mobile phone during school hours to contact a parent and arrange to be picked up, even if they are sick. These arrangements can only be made through the front office.
